7 v 7 Tournament Rules – Boys

Revised November, 2010

All teams must have an adult supervisor.  

Game time is 25 minutes, running time, with no half time.  The officials will keep the time and the time starts regardless if the teams are ready.  There are no time-outs.  All substitutions are on the fly.  Penalties are regular time.  Goalies will not have to serve penalties. There is no overtime.

There are two attack, two middies, two defensive, and one goalie.  There must be one goalie with NFHS required equipment.  Teams must keep three men back in the defensive half and two men forward in the offensive half.  

After each goal there will be a Face-off.  For 8th grade or younger, if there is a 4 goal differential the losing team has the option of taking the ball at Midfield or facing off.  At the high school level it will be a 5 goal differential. 

There are no counts except for the 4 second goalie count.   

All players must have mouthguards.  Playing without a mouthguard will be a personal foul.

There can be a maximum of 3 long poles on the field.  

Maximum body checking is one step.  Unnecessary roughness will be penalized severely.

Any fighting is grounds for game expulsion.  Multiple occurrences is grounds for Tournament expulsion.  Any team with multiple players fighting will be subject to expulsion.  Tournament fees would not be reimbursed.

Teams are responsible for removing all personal effects and trash.  Teams not cleaning up after themselves may not be allowed to return in future years.

The Tournament Director may make any ruling deemed necessary for the benefit of the tournament.
